® Always use mallets on the tone
bars. Never hit the tone bars with
other types of sticks to avoid
scratches which will result in a
change in pitch.

® Do not leave the instrument ex-
posed to high humidity or direct
sunlight for a longer period of time.

® \When storing the instrument, avoid
places with high temperature or hu-
midity.

® Avoid using the instrument in rain
as much as possible.
Should the instrument get wet, im-
mediately wipe off all moisture us-
ing a dry, soft cloth.

® Clean the instrument using a dry,
soft cloth.

® Never use thinner, benzene or a wet
cloth for cleaning.
